Abstract. The article is dedicated to the study of the iconography of Jinamitra. The name Jinamitra is known
in two distinct contexts. Firstly, it refers to an Indian preceptor who who performed in Tibet several translations
of Buddhist works in the 8th century. Conversely, the ministers of Sadbhuji Mahakala and Red Mahakala are
represented in Buddhist art under this name. This article examines the images and symbolism of Jinamitra
in the Mongol Ganjur, the canonical treatises 300 Icons (1751), 360 Icons (1761), 500 Icons (1810), and 20th-
century iconographic descriptions. The translation of Lokesh Chandra’s article from the Dictionary of Buddhist
lconography is by S.M. Belokurova.
